This solution complies to the “agreed” definition of Mutually Exclusive Access to Network Slices as described in clause 3.1, and complies to the working assumptions and requirements as described in clause 4.

This solution requires additional parameter, MEAG ID, to identify the corresponding slicing group for the given S-NSSAI.  This implies the changes to all the related slicing interfaces and signalling to support such additional parameter.     

This solution requires the mandatory support MEAG ID configuration in all Rel-16 UEs because there is no information provided to 5GC for the UE’s capability for mutually exclusive access to network slicing support.  
The solution does not introduce any additional impact towards policy control related interfaces and network functions.

This solution impacts UDM to store and provide MEAG IDs to AMF.

This solution requires also some additional checking in AMF and NSSF to support UE registration procedures to determine whether mutually exclusive access to network slices needs to be enabled.  
This solution requires no change to PDU session establishment procedures but it requires changes to the existing services/parameters related to network slicing to support MEAG ID.

This solution has impact to the RAN.
