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	Reason for change:
	In current specification, it is not clear what NPLI should be provided during EPS fallback procedure. From our understanding, for EPS fallback soluion, the call is initiated in 5GS but is actually conducted in EPS. Therefore it is reasonable to provide the UE location information in EPS instead of that in 5GS.
Moreover, it gains benifits to provide location information in EPS for EPS fallback by avoiding reconfiguration of mapping data for location information in e.g. P-CSCF, IMS AS or charging system, and by avoiding extension on Rx interface to support transmission of 5GS location information.
As currently defined in, e.g. subclause 5.6.2 in 23.501 and 6.2.1.1 in 23.503, AMF provides user location information in 5GS to SMF via N2 signalling procedure, including rejecting PDU session modification for EPS fallback. SMF will notify PCF immediately when get this 5GS location information and will not send further location information to PCF,even when user location information in EPS is received later during PDN connection establishment after UE fallbacks to EPS.
Therefore to make sure user location information can be provided to IMS during EPS fallback, clarification is needed that when the UE fallbacks to EPS, SMF provides user location information in EPS to PCF instead of user location information in 5GS.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is clarified that if user location information is requested by PCF, when the UE is redirected  or handover to EPS, the SMF provides user location information in EPS to PCF instead of that in 5GS.

IMS Voice Service via EPS Fallback or RAT fallback in 5GS

In order to support various deployment scenarios for obtaining IMS voice service, the UE and NR connected to 5GC may support the mechanism to direct or redirect the UE from NR connected to 5GC either towards E-UTRA connected to 5GC (RAT fallback) or towards EPS (E-UTRAN connected to EPC System fallback).

Following principles apply for IMS Voice Service:

-
The serving AMF indicates toward the UE during the Registration procedure that IMS voice over PS session is supported.

-
If a request for establishing the QoS flow for IMS voice reaches the NG-RAN, the NG-RAN responds indicating rejection of the establishment request and the NG-RAN may trigger one of the following procedures depending on UE capabilities, N26 availability, network configuration and radio conditions:

-
Redirection to EPS;

-
Handover procedure to EPS;

-
Redirection to E-UTRA connected to 5GC; or

-
Handover to E-UTRA connected to 5GC.

If needed, Network Provided Location Information is provided as described in clause 4.13.6.1 and 4.13.6.2 of TS 23.502 [3].
