The operator controls the NSSAI the UE includes in the Access Stratum when establishing a connection to send Service Request or a Registration Request not caused by Mobility NAS messages. 
During the Registration procedure, the AMF may provide the UE in the Registration Accept message an Access Stratum Connection Establishment NSSAI Inclusion Mode parameter indicating whether and when the UE shall include NSSAI information in the Access Stratum Connection Establishment (e.g. a RRC connection Establishment defined in TS 38.331) according to one of these modes:
a)	The UE includes a NSSAI set to the Allowed NSSAI for the UE for both Registration Request not due to mobility and Service request triggered Connection Establishment
b)	The UE includes a NSSAI with the following content:
-	for the case of Access Stratum Connection Establishment caused by a Service Request: a NSSAI including the S-NSSAI(s) of the Network Slice(s) that trigger the Connection Establishment
-	for the Registration Request not due to mobility, a NSSAI set to the Allowed NSSAI; or
c)	The UE includes no NSSAI for both Registration Request not due to mobility and Service Request triggered Connection Establishment.
The UE shall by default operate in mode c) unless it has been provided with a different indication from the AMF.
[bookmark: _Hlk527599015]A PLMN by default only allows sending NSSAI in the Access stratum with confidentiality protection in the Access Stratum Connection establishment.  To allow sending NSSAI without confidentiality protection in the Access Stratum Connection establishment, the AMF may provide to the UE in the Registration Accept a NSSAI AS Confidentiality Protection Not Required indicator. This indication is provided if both information received from the UDM as part of the UE subscription information and local policy in the Serving PLMN UE to send NSSAI in the access stratum when no AS protection is available. The default setting of the UDM subscription information is to not allow the UE to send NSSAI in the access stratum without confidentiality protection.
When the UE receives for a PLMN the Confidentiality Protection Not Required indicator, the reception of this message may be stored for the PLMN alongside any other slicing configuration information for the PLMN. If there is no storage of reception of such indicator for the PLMN, the UE can send NSSAI only if it is confidentiality protected.
If the UE is not registered with a PLMN, it shall never send NSSAI in the Access Stratum without confidentiality protection when it executes the first Registration with this PLMN, unless for this PLMN it stores it has previously received a AS Confidentiality Protection Not Required Indicator. 
NOTE: 	In this release of the specifications there is no support for confidentiality protecting the NSSAI over 3GPP access when it is sent in RRC connection Establishment.
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
