Always-on PDU session
An always-on PDU session is a PDU session for which user-plane resources have to be activated during every transition from 5GMM-IDLE mode to 5GMM-CONNECTED mode. 
Based on an indication from upper layer, a UE can request to establish a PDU session as an always-on PDU session. The SMF decides whether the PDU session can be established as an always-on PDU session. In Home Routed roaming case, based on local policies, the V-SMF shall be involved to determine whether the PDU session can be established as the always-on PDU session. 
The UE in single registration mode can request the 5GC to modify a PDU session which was established in EPS to an always-on PDU session after the first inter-system change from EPS to 5GS.
The UE is allowed to activate always-on PDU sessions even if there are no pending uplink data for this PDU Session or when the Service Request is triggered for signalling only or when the Service Request is triggered for paging response only.
