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The attached documents were submitted to 3GPP/GERAN in Nortälje 4-10 Nov 2000. They describe a model used for comparing the performance of a SIP call setup over a GERAN with a traditional GSM call setup, and some results obtained. Basic assumptions are detailed in the contribution.

Some of these documents assume that header compression occurs in the Access Network, but this is not seen as critical issue compared with the impact on the performance from the radio interface. However, other aspects of the call model (such as message sequence) are obviously significant, and when the paper was presented in GERAN it was commented by the GERAN chair that it should be presented to S2 for checking.

Therefore Nortel invites S2 to provide comments to the proposed model or to provide an alternative basis for analysing the performance of SIP call control over GERAN (and UTRAN).
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
