Introduction

This contribution proposes to remove some recently included failure cases from the information flows contained in TS 23.228 and pass them on to CN-1 for inclusion in TS 24.228.

Discussion

Contribution S2-002007 was approved by email subsequent to the Makuhari meeting in November. Included in that contribution were a number of flows for Re-registration and De-registration. Also included were 4 flows that described failure cases. 

Section 5.3.2.10 shows Re-registration failure due to timeout by the Home Network I-CSCF for the case that the S-CSCF is in the home network. Section 5.3.2.11 shows Re-registration failure due to timeout by the Home Network I-CSCF for the case that the S-CSCF is in the visited network. Sections 5.4.1.4 and 5.4.1.5 show similar I-CSCF timeout failure cases during De-registration procedures. While these procedures appear to be correct, it would seem that failures might be, and might need to be, detected in various other elements and suitable information flows developed. 

TS 23.228 was intended to address information flows in order to verify and clarify the IM Subsystem architecture. Fault recovery is a function required to some extent by all architecture elements. TS 24.228 is more appropriate for the development of failure cases for the basic information flows in TS 23.228 and so these flows should be moved to that document.

Recommendation

It is recommended that the flows in Sections 5.3.2.10, 5.3.2.11, 5.4.1.4, and 5.4.1.5 be moved to TS 24.228.
