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1. Introduction

The subscription identifies in some way, the services and related service information that are available to the user.
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Subscriber, subscription and services relationship
SA1 specifies that the network usage shall be based on the services identified within the subscription. The architecture shall therefore guarantee that the user has access only to subscribed services, and under the conditions established by the subscription. 

In order to satisfy this requirement, relevant parts of the user profile are downloaded from the HSSto the S-CSCFduring the registration process (TS 23.228 chapter 5.3. ‘Application Level Registration’).

2. Discussion
During the time the user is registered, the subscription information may change: 

· The subscriber could subscribe new services, or some services could not be part of the subscription any longer. 

· The operator could decide to remove/introduce conditions or limitations to the subscription 

Whereas for some services time into execution might not be an issue, it is forseen that some restriction-like services may require immediate activation. That is, it is not enough to update the subscription data in HSS and/or Application platforms (O&M, subscriber procedures, etc…), but in some cases, also the user profile stored in the S-CSCF will need to be updated, so that this entity can take immediately the new subscription conditions into account.

Example of such services could be barring of sessions to any or to particular destinations, or introduction of limits, e.g. in the number of simultaneous sessions that a user is allowed to establish, etc… 

The procedures that make the changes known to the S-CSCF are not tied to the registration. They have been named here ‘subscription data updating procedures’.

2.1. Subscription Updating Procedures

Whenever the subscription data stored in HSS is changed for a IM subscriber, and the changes affect the subscription data stored in the S-CSCF, the S-CSCF shall be informed about these changes.

The specific procedures for subscription updating in the S-CSCF are FFS.
