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S1 discussed about the following matters, which were not described in stage1 document.

(1) Number of LCS client listed in Privacy Exception List
(2) Whether there is a requirement to control privacy for CS domain service and PS domain service within the same LCS client
S1’s understanding is as follows. 

(1) According to the stage2 specification, the number of LCS client can be listed in Privacy Exception List is 5.  S1 think 5 clients are not enough for the user.  The user may subscribe a few operator specified services, a few Internet Service Providers and company Intranet etc.  S1 think the standard shall support as many as possible for future extension.  Therefore, S1 would like to ask S2 to extend the number of LCS client can be listed in Privacy Exception List to unlimited.

(2) S1 understand that there is no requirement to identify and control the LCS client for CS and PS Domain respectively.  The requirement is to identify and control the LCS client by e.g. E.164 or APN and this is not related to the domain.  S1 inform S2 about this information to help understanding the requirement on this topic.
