SA2 recognises that definitions and notation used in the TS 23.060 doesn’t reflect GERAN as separate RAN. 

Therefore, SA2 proposes the following additional definitions:

“GPRS: Packet Services for GSM, GERAN and UMTS systems.

(GERAN only): indicates that indicates that this (sub)clause or paragraph applies only to a GSM system.

In GERAN, …: indicates that this paragraph applies only to GERAN System. For multi-system cases, this is determined by the current serving radio access network.

2G/ 3G: prefixes 2G and 3G refer to functionality that supports only GSM and GERAN or UMTS, respectively, e.g., 2G-SGSN refers only to the GSM functionality of an SGSN. When the prefix is omitted, reference is made independently from the GSM, GERAN or UMTS functionality. “

In addition, SA2 intends to adopt the following notation for distinguishing the GERAN CN-RAN interfaces as follows:

Ag for GERAN-CS domain core network interface  

Gg for GERAN-PS core network Gb interface 

Igc for GERAN-CS domain core network interface

Igp for GERAN-PS core network interface 

The above definitions will be implemented into 23.060 if they are agreed by CN1 and GERAN2.
