SA2 thanks GERAN for the answer to the liaison on Geographic Shape restriction for LCS.  

SA2  would highlight that the sentence agreed in GERAN to be added to GERAN LCS stage 2, 3GPP  TS 43.059 v4.0.0 § 9.2, 

"Requirements on the geographic shape encoded within the ‘position information’ parameter may exist for certain LCS client types. The SMLC shall comply with any shape requirements defined in 3GPP. Note, some countries may want shape requirements defined for a specific LCS client type in relevant national standards."  

doesn’t state a strict requirement for the SMLC to encode the geographic shape according to relevant national standards, where applicable.

So, SA2 is asking GERAN WG2 to kindly update the sentence so that a clear requirement, rather than a note, is included in GERAN LCS stage 2, stating that the SMLC shall comply with any shape restriction defined for a specific LCS client type in relevant national standards. The proposed text is:

"Requirements on the geographic shape encoded within the ‘position information’ parameter may exist for certain LCS client types. The SMLC shall comply with any shape requirements defined in 3GPP.
If there are requirements in a specific country on what kind of shapes are acceptable for a specific client type, the SMLC shall ensure that an appropriate shape is chosen and returned to the Core Network.".
