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1 Introduction

During the SA2 drafting on service architecture, the contents of TD S2-011031 was agreed, however this did not address the services enablers to be provided by the Ue.  This contribution address some of the service enablers to be provided by the Ue.

2 Discussion

While allocating the service enablers to the functional entities related to IP multimedia, it is important to consider the service enablers provided by the Ue.  This contributions proposes that the following service enablers are allocated to the Ue.

· Session initiation
An application in the Ue should be able to initiate a multimedia session towards an indicated endpoint.
· Receive session initiation
An Ue should be able to receive a session initiation, and the application in the Ue should be informed of when a session is initiated
· Adding media component
An application in the Ue should be able to add a media component to an existing session.
· Removing media component
An application in the Ue should be able to remove a media component from an existing session
· Initiate session termination
An application in the Ue should be able to terminate an existing session.
· Receive session termination
A Ue should be able to receive a session termination request.  An application in the Ue should be informed that a session termination request has been received.
· Report of user busy
An application in the Ue should be able to report to the network that a user is busy.
· Report of terminal busy
An application in the Ue should be able to report that the Ue is busy.
· Initiate session re-direct
An application in the Ue should be able to initiate the redirection of a session to an indicated endpoint.
· Initiate Session Transfer
An application in the Ue should be able to initiate the transfer of a session
· Receive session transfer
The Ue should be able to receive a session transfer request.  An application in the Ue should be able to be informed that a session transfer request has been received.
· Initiate media suspension
An application in the Ue should be able to initiate a request to suspend the flow of a media component.
· Receive media suspension request
The Ue should be able to receive the request to suspend a media component.  The application should be informed that a media component is to be suspended.
· Resume a suspended media
An application in the Ue should be able to initiate the request to resume a suspended media component.
· Receive request to resume a media
The Ue should be able to receive the request to resume a suspended media.  The application should be informed that a request to resume a suspended media has been received.
3 Proposal

This contribution proposes that the following is added to section 5.11 of 23.228.  If agreed, Ericsson will produce a CR to that effect.

5.11.x Service Enablers

The following subclauses describe the service enablers to be supported by the functional entities.

5.11.x.1 UE

Service Enabler
Description

Session Initiation
The UE initiates the establishment a multimedia session communication

Receive session initiation
The Ue receives the request to establish a multimedia session.  The application is informed, and the session is established.

Adding Media Component
The UE adds one or more media components to an existing multimedia session

Removing Media Component
The UE removes one or more media component from an existing multimedia session

Initiate Session Termination
The UE terminates an ongoing multimedia session

Receive Session Termination
The UE receives the request to terminate a multimedia session

Report of user busy
The UE reports that the user us busy

Report of terminal busy
The UE reports that the UE is busy

Initiate Session Re-direct
The UE shall redirect the session to another endpoint

Initiate session transfer
The Ue initiates the transfer of a session to an indicated endpoint.

Receive session transfer
The Ue receives the request to transfer a session to an indicated endpoint.  The application is informed, and the Ue proceeds to transfer the session to the indicated endpoint.

Initiate media suspension
The Ue initiates the suspension of a media flow

Receive media suspension request
The Ue receives a request to suspend a media flow.  The application is informed, and the Ue precedes to suspend the indicated media flow.

Resume a suspended media
The Ue initiates the procedure to resume a suspended media flow.

Receive request to resume a media
The Ue receives a request to resume a media flow.  The application is informed, and the Ue precedes to resume the indicated media flow. 
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
