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RAN3 kindly asks SA2 to give their view on the issue how UTRAN should act at establishment of a RAB if the requested relocation requirement cannot be supported by UTRAN.

The background to this request from RAN3, is that among the RAB Parameters used in the RANAP message RAB ASSIGNMENT REQUEST to define the requirements on a RAB, there is one parameter called Relocation Requirement which in R99 can take the values “lossless” and “none”. In Rel-4, also the value “realtime” is used. These different values thus state what kind of relocation that the CN requests UTRAN to support for the RAB in question. 

RAN3 has discussed the following two alternatives of how the RNC should act in case the request regarding Relocation Requirement cannot be fulfilled:

1) Fail the RAB establishment and return the cause value “Relocation Requirement not Supported” to the CN.


2) Establish the RAB although the request cannot be supported.

RAN3 would like to have SA2’s view on which of these alternatives to choose or maybe SA2 sees another alternative that should be chosen instead.
