WAP Push framework
The WAP Forum has recognized that 3GPP SA2 is currently conducting a study regarding content push services and architecture and would like to contribute to this study. 

WAP Forum has a long history in working with Push, which actually goes back to the origins of WAP. The first version of the specification suite for Push was released in December 1999. It is expected that during 2001, mobile devices and infrastructure supporting these specifications are available. The group (WAP Push Drafting Committee) responsible for the specifications is currently working with enhancements. 

In the interests WAP - 3GPP co-operation, that has existed since 1998, the WAP Forum, and in particular, the WAP Push Drafting Committee, would like to have the opportunity to introduce the specification suite to the  appropriate group who is conducting the Push study in 3GPP SA2.

We have been informed that an upcoming 3GPP SA2 meeting is arranged in Puerto Rico on May 14-18 2001, and in this meeting there will be discussions about Push. Therefore, we would like to request a timeslot in the appropriate group agenda, to present WAP Push solution as a contribution to the discussion in order to assist in concluding the study. Since some of the members from WAP Forum are unable to participate for the whole week, we would greatly appreciate if this timeslot is allocated for Tuesday or Wednesday agenda of the appropriate the group.

The detailed presentation will be given by a member of the WAP Push Drafting Committee, with some of the members of the WAP Push Drafting committee assisting to answer any questions and participate in the discussions.

Included in this liaison is a short overview of the WAP Push solution for participants to study before the meeting and possibly to be shortly introduced in the Monday opening plenary in Puerto Rico. 

The detailed presentation will be available at the meeting. We apologize of the inconvenience of this, but since the detailed presentation includes material not yet published by WAP Forum, it falls in to the scope of the co-operation agreement regarding confidential material treatment between WAP Forum and 3GPP.
