· Conference Booking Stage

· Users can book conferences either at an AS or directly at the MRFC.

· The mechanism for informing the MRF about the conference is ffs.

· The conference resources are managed in the MRF.

· Conference Establishment Stage

· The MRF invites every participant (over the Mr interface) of the conference. This implies a SIP session to be created between the MRF and each participant of the conference.

· Conference Maintenance Stage

· The MRF supports Floor Control

· Each participant (UE and possibly AS) of the conference may interact with the MRF to influence Floor Control.

· The Floor Control interaction between conference participants and the MRF is not envisioned to be standardized at the moment.
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
