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1. Overall Description:

TSG-SA2 thanks TSG-RAN3 for their LS R3-011827 “Proposed LS to S2 on Stop Direct Report”.

It is SA2 understanding that in Rel-4 UTRAN will support Positioning methods for which the answer is not always immediate, e.g. GPS, OTDOA. In these cases, if any event that permanently impedes a location service request occurs in the VMSC/SGSN, it is needed to cancel the ongoing location service attempt.

As concerns Rel 99, SA2 agrees with RAN3 that, being positioning procedures very fast in UTRAN, the Stop Direct Report could be not useful from RAN perspective but the use of this signalling would allow to use in Core Network the same Positioning procedure used towards GERAN. Moreover, if for either the answer from UTRAN is too much delayed for any reason or any event that impedes a location service request occurs in the VMSC/SGSN (even in the short time frame needed for the response from UTRAN), Core Network would have the possibility to correctly abort the ongoing positioning request.

Finally, SA2 would highlight that in case of intersystem GSM-UMTS handover, if the anchor MSC needs to abort the ongoing Positioning request, the mapping of the BSSMAP Perform Location Abort received over the E-interface is needed in the non-Anchor 3G-MSC. The 3GPP TS 29.010 Rel 99 (V. 3.6.0, § 4.9.3) includes the mapping according to the previous RAN3 LS R3-011284, i.e. Location Reporting Control with “stop reporting” indication is used over RANAP to stop the previous “Direct” report. If the introduction of the related parameter is not seen as feasible from RAN3, both 3GPP TSs 23.171 and 29.010 need to be updated accordingly.

2. Actions:

ACTION: TSG SA2 asks TSG RAN3 to kindly consider the above comments and align the RANAP specification 25.413 for both Rel99 and Rel-4 to the LCS stage 2 TSs 3GPP 23.171 (Rel 99) and 23.271 (Rel-4), as it was already agreed by means of previous LSs.
