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During the last SA1 meeting and the S1/S2 ad Hoc on push held in Spring 2001 it became clear that SA2 developed an architectural solution disregarding many of the service requirements that SA1 presented in two liaison statements (S1-010259, S1-010260).

As a result the proposed implementation of push services that may be finalised at this meeting is not completely satisfactory for One 2 One as well as for the operators community as highlighted in the liaison statement from GSM Association Service Experts Group (SerG).

SA1 is now in the process of developing an accurate stage 1 description of the Push Services in which operators requirements are captured and that should be used to create an architecture adequate for the commercial deployment of Push Services.

In parallel to this activity SA1 is also finalising a stage 1 description of Presence Services that can be employed as a tool to support the Push Services (as suggested in the current architecture). The use of the standardised presence service will allow the push service to access presence information via standardised interfaces with clear benefit for the operators. 

Note that SA1 will reconvene the first week of November (after SA2#20), as a result the stage 1 description of Push Services will be submitted for approval at SA plenary number 15. 

In case the stage 1 is approved it will be necessary to go back to the drawing board to redefine the architecture for Push services in order to make it consistent with the service requirements.

One 2 One believe that it is premature to take final decisions on the push services in SA2 at this stage and One 2 One proposes to consider the two following options:

1. Include in the current architecture the suggestions presented in the LS from SerG, and S1-010260. Verify that the implementation meets the stage 1 description once this is approved in December 2001. This will guarantee early availability of push services from Rel-5.

2. Avoid to finalise the work on Push at this stage and wait for the service requirements to be clarified. This will definitely result in a slip of availability of Push Services into Release 6, however it will guarantee that push services architecture is suitable for commercial deployment and exploits all the additional capabilities made available (such as presence information).
