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This document attempts to capture the SA2 related discussions and decisions at the TSG-SA #13. The content of this document is based on personal notes made by the SA2 Chairman during the meeting.

General:

· TRs/TSs presented for approval should include a cover sheet listing the remaining open issues in the document. 

· GERAN would appreciate to receive more information on SIP signalling and the requirements it puts on the underlying layers

· RAN would also appreciate information of the SA2 IMS & QoS work. Especially the QoS requirements placed to the underlying bearer services. Possible SA2 presentations at RAN2 & RAN3 were discussed.

· IETF dependencies list (i.e. Drafts and RFCs 3GPP work is dependant) is growing.

· Discussion on the correct "marching order" in the 3GPP. SA1 should define service requirements first for every new feature before the work is started in other TSGs/WGs. A quote from the draft SA#13 official meeting report: "all new and updated features which have a service impact should be in accordance with clear stage 1 specifications".

· SA2 were asked to consider the LS from ETSI TIPHON further (co-operation with TIPHON on QoS issues).

Discussions on Release 5 content and timeschedule:

· Release 5 is now for March 2002

· Long discussions on the prioritisation of different items in Rel-5. Two contributions on the topic were created during the week (both sourced by several companies), but no decisions were made at this meeting on the Rel-5 content or the work priorities. The work should proceed according to the 3GPP work plan.

SA2 work:

· TS 23.207: A concern about the number of options in the TS 23.207 was raised again. SA2 was encouraged to review the TS 23.207 and the requirements behind the different options.

· Iu-flex TS 23.236: information related to the case where RNC is connected to multiple core network operator networks were removed (in sections 4.1, 4.9 and 6.2). TS was approved with this change.

· Push TR 23.974: long debate on the conducted work in the SA2 for the push services and the lack of service requirements from the SA1. The TR was changed into a 8-series TR (i.e., an SA2 internal report not to be published and having no impact on technical specifications). 23.875 was approved but the conclusions sections needs to be corrected with a CR (to remove all the references to SA1 work and timeschedule). SA2 will not conduct any further work on Push before the Stage 1 is approved.

· TS 23.060 CR 0248r1 (Rel-5): Lucent objection was received. Their concern was the case where a Rel-4 SGSN is used. A specific question is that is it possible to transparently transfer the PDP configuration options IE in the Secondary PDP context activation message through a previous release SGSN. CR was rejected and sent back to SA2 for further consideration.

· TS 23.228 CR 052r1 on Emergency Calls. Ericsson objection received. Nortel contribution on the same subject has been submitted to SA2 but was not handled in the SA2 due to the lack of time. Ericsson wants to have a discussion on that document before approving the 23.228 CR in question. The SA2 procedure w.r.t. the documents was explained and clarified. The CR was approved by TSG-SA#13. 

· Broadcast/Multicast WID from SA2: questions received on whether this is really the same work item as the RAN originated work item for the Enhancements of Broadcast and Multicast. At the moment this WID seems to cover more than the original RAN WI and thus RAN needs to wait for SA input before starting the architecture-related work (i.e., work on RAN architecture impacts, and functionality of network elements and interfaces). However, RAN can start working on the very radio-specific parts already.

· LCS WID from SA2: Linked work items were checked and the WID revised (to include both Iu and A/Gb modes). The LCS WID was approved with these changes.

· Other input from SA2 was approved as such. 
Status of Stage 1 work:

· Stage 1 specifications approved at TSG-SA#13:

· Stage 1 description of Presence Service (TS 22.141 v2.0.0)

· Stage 1 description of Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (TS 22.146 v2.0.0). There were several questions for clarification still and SA1 was asked to address these questions (such as intended media, impacts on the radio interface, etc.).

· New Stage 1 Work Items

· WID for Speech Recognition and Speech Enabled Services, with Distributed Speech Recognision as a Building Block. 

· Work item for UMTS – WLAN interworking.

· WID for Generic User Profile. The timeschedules should be reviewed by the concerned WGs.

· WID for UE Functionality Split

· WID for Digital Rights Management (DRM)
