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Introduction

In contribution S2-012208 some aspects of interworking between IMS and CS domain were discussed. The document and its conclusions were well received by the drafting meeting in Vancouver. However S2-012208 did not include any concrete proposal for inclusion in a specification. The attached CR proposes to capture the conclusions of S2-012208 in TS 23.221. A few changes compared to S2-012208 are made, based on comments received at the Vancouver meeting.

Proposal

It is proposed to approve the attached CR against TS 23.221.

Routing Calls from the IMS to the CS Domain

If a subscriber is subscribed to both the CS domain and the IMS, then there may arise the need to route calls that arrived in the IMS to the CS domain using a number related to the subscriber's MS-ISDN. All calls which are forwarded from the IMS to the CS domain shall enter the CS domain through a G-MSC or G-MSC Server like all calls arriving in the CS domain. The G-MSC or G-MSC Server will handle the call as a mobile terminating call.
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
