3GPP TSG WG4 (SA4) would like to thank 3GPP TSG WG2 (SA2) for their liaison statement on requirements for alternative QoS.

SA4 acknowledge SA2’s request regarding the following action:

ACTION: SA2 kindly would like to ask SA4 to give clarifications for the issues above and especially SA2 would like to know how existing UMTS mechanism fulfil SA4's need, how existing mechanism could be improved (e.g. by using alternative QoS), and if SA4 has clear requirements for that.

SA4 understand that SA2 refer to existing and future UMTS QoS mechanism with respect to Packet Switch services. As a preliminary answer SA4 would like to inform SA2 on the two following points:

· SA4 is currently working on technical aspects to produce guidelines regarding the optimisation of QoS parameters for the Packet Switch Streaming with existing UMTS QoS mechanisms (Rel-4 and Rel-5). A TR (TR ab.cde, V0.1.0) on “RTP usage model” is currently under drafting stage;

· SA4 has currently no clear requirements on improvements of the existing UMTS QoS mechanism;

SA4 will take SA2’s questions into account during its work on PS streaming and conversational. SA4 will keep SA2 inform on any conclusion reached regarding :

· the use of the currently existing QoS mechanism, 

· the use of “Alternative QoS” mechanism,

· and any potentially required improvement.
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
