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	It is decided that the PCO IE will be used to carry the IMS signalling flag indication. In CN1 the PCO IE has been added to the PDP Context Modification Procedure and the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure for Rel-5, i.e. a Rel-4 SGSN may not transfer the PCO IE to the GGSN if included in the PDP Context Modification Procedure or the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure.

5.1.0
Establishing PDP Context for IM Subsystem Related Signalling

Before the UE can request IM services, a PDP context must be activated to carry IM Subsystem related signalling. 

It shall be possible for the UE to convey to the network the intention of using the PDP context for IM Subsystem related signalling. For this purpose it uses the mechanism for ‘PDP Context Used for Application Level Signalling Transport’ as described in TS23.207. A signalling flag determines any rules and restrictions that shall apply at the GGSN for that PDP context, as described in section 4.2.6. Once a PDP context has been activated dedicated for IM subsystem related signalling the PDP context will remain dedicated for IM Subsystem related signalling until the PDP context is deactivated. It shall not be possible to modify a PDP context from a general purpose PDP context to a dedicated PDP context for IM Subsystem related signalling. And it shall not be possible to modify a PDP context from a dedicated PDP context for IM Subsystem related signalling to a general purpose PDP context.
The QoS profile parameters for this PDP context are appropriate for IM Subsystem related signalling. The QoS profile parameters are detailed in TS23.107. The signalling flag and the QoS profile parameters may be used independently of each other.
