SA2 thanks CN3 for their liaison statement concerning the identification of source IP address information available in the PCF in order to apply as a packet classifier over the Go interface. 

SA2 has discussed this issue and concludes there is a potential theft of service scenario. 

In order to prevent this,SA2 has agreed that terminals shall use the same 64 bit IPv6 address prefix of the source address for outgoing packets as the prefix of destination address supplied for incoming packets (see attached agreed CR 40: S2-021959).

It was noted in SA2 that unidirectional media sessions the PCF will not be able to use the relationship between destination and source IP address to apply to the packet classifier.

2. Actions:

CN3 is kindly asked to take the attached CR into account in their documentation on the Go interface.

SA2 also points out that the agreed changes may have impacts on the interworking to IP networks.
