Overview

The Generic User Profile (GUP) drafting session took place on Monday afternoon 24 June and Tuesday 25 June. In the absence of a permanent drafting group chairman the session was chaired by Harri Koskinen (Nokia).

Four incoming liaison statements forwarded by the S2 plenary were discussed. Two response liaison statements were drafted. One LS is asking T2's guidance on whether there are technical reasons to continue the work on GUP DDF (Data Description Framework) or should one of the existing schema mechanisms be utilized within 3GPP System. The other LS is encouraging SA1 to complete GUP stage 1 service requirements.

Three contributions were handled. Based on the material in one of them, a new version of draft GUP stage 2 architecture specification TS 23.240 was produced. The new version includes a list of eight GUP functionalities and a short description of two of them for the basis of further development of the GUP architecture.

The permanent chairmanship of the SA2 GUP drafting group is still open. Companies interested in it are invited to contact SA2 chairman.

It is suggested to have a two-day GUP drafting meeting during SA2 #26.

SA5 plans to liase with T2 SWG2 to progress the work in 3GPP on UEM and SuM.

T2 has reviewed the liaison statement from SA2 concerning GUP work progress, and agrees with the proposed work plan and task list.

T2 also inform about decisions concerning the organization of GUP work within T2 and T2 SWG2.

T2 asks SA1 and/or SA2 to keep T2 informed concerning the decision taken regarding the split of the GUP WID.
This LS was discussed after the presentation and discussion of the contribution S2-021806, since the contribution was partially related to topic of this LS.

Based on the outcome of that discussion the GUP drafting group decided to propose SA2 to send a response LS to T2 asking them to give guidance to SA2 on whether there are technical reasons to continue the work on GUP DDF or should one of the existing schema mechanisms be utilized within 3GPP system. SA1 believes that it is not the appropriate body to confirm the proposal to split the GUP Work Item into two separate but related Work Items, one for the GUP concept and another for the DDF/Common Objects. 

However SA1 would be willing to modify the GUP WID accordingly if such a decision were taken.
No specific response to this LS was drafted, but the response LS to T2 in S2-021878 is proposed to be copied also to SA1, since this incoming LS deals with the same subject.

Reply to Liaison Statement on GUP work progress
SA1
SA1 is currently working on the service requirements for GUP. Despite the fact that the original work plan had indicated that the stage 1 would be submitted to SA for information at SA#16, SA1 feels that the document is still not mature enough for this milestone. Notwithstanding this, attached with this liaison statement is the latest draft version of the specification, as requested by SA2. SA2 should note that SA1 expects to refine the requirements further. SA1 kindly requests that SA2 reviews the current draft GUP stage 1 and provide constructive feedback to improve the document.

SA1 has had the opportunity to review the work tasks identified by SA2 in liaison statement and agrees with tasks identified as being the responsibility of SA1.
The GUP drafting group decided to inform SA1 that SA2 will continue to specify stage 2 GUP reference architecture and information model in parallel with the SA1 work on GUP service requirements. SA1 are encouraged to finalise the GUP stage 1. A response LS was drafted in S2-021877, that was first revised to S2-021880, and then to S2-021883 that was agreed.

S2-021806
GUP Information Model and GUP Schema Mechanism
Nokia
This contribution proposes a rewrite of the clause 5. "GUP Information Model" of TS 23.240 and an inclusion of a new clause 6. "GUP Harmonised Data Model" in the same document. Further the contribution proposes the clause 6. "GUP Harmonised Data Model" to consist of two subclauses 6.1 "GUP Schema Mechanism" and 6.2 "GUP Access Interface". For the subclause 6.1 "GUP Schema Mechanism" contents are proposed.
It was asked what is the motivation to have a parallel mechanism to GUP DDF. Nokia responded that the generic profile component needs to be defined in stage 2. Nokia also think that the proposed XML Schema is not in conflict with GUP DDF.

It was also commented that the advantages of the GUP DDF needs first to be understood, before a decision on this contribution could be made.

The final outcome of the lengthy discussion was that it was decided to ask T2 developing GUP DDF to give guidance to SA2 on whether there are technical reasons to continue the work on GUP DDF or should one of the existing schema mechanisms be utilized within 3GPP system. The contribution was noted and it was attached in the outgoing LS in S2-021878.

Reference Architecture of the 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP)
Nokia
This contribution proposes the first version of the Reference Architecture for the 3GPP Generic User Profile. It replaces S2-021139 submitted to SA2 #24. The proposal part remains the same, but the discussion part has been enhanced.
It was felt by the meeting that GUP reference architecture cannot yet be defined, if some functionalities in it are missing. It was also commented that stage 1 requirements are not yet finished.

However, identification of the key functionalities listed in the contribution to be taken into account by the GUP architecture was considered to be a key issue. That list was proposed to be used as the first step in the development of the GUP architecture.

The contribution was noted. The information provided by it was used as a basis for drafting of TS 23.240 v0.5.0 in S2-021881.

Operator’s View on GUP
AT&T Wireless Services
This contribution proposes some recommendations to SA2 on its vital role in specifying the GUP.
The four recommendations to SA2 proposed in the contribution were endorsed by the GUP drafting group:

1. Program management: Assess various GUP activities, dependencies, and monitor status within 3GPP WGs; ensure there is no parallel efforts undertaken by different 3GPP WGs.

2. Help initialize/define Use Cases. Once an architecture is stabilized, WGs continue independently with new Use Cases.

3. Continue to build consensus and broaden GUP scope and support a GUP architectural solution for 3GPP.

4. Communicate with other WGs in order to ensure/maintain consistency and continuity across 3GPP.

The contribution was noted.

5
Planning of Further Work

It is suggested to have a two-day GUP drafting meeting during SA2 #26. The drafting meeting should be preferably at the end of the week, and not overlapping the Presence drafting meeting.

It was noticed that the GUP Work Item Description and especially the schedule of it needs to be discussed and updated for SA#16 during the next SA2 GUP meeting.
