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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CN1 for their LS (S5-020624/ N1-022122) on ‘SDP information in charging records’.

SA5 would like to inform CN1 that the intention of the SDP information recorded for charging purposes is that it shall only reflect the latest negotiated SDP data, i.e. those that are actually applied for a session. Thus, there is no intention of recording all SDP data exchanged during session establishment/modification. SA5 will ensure that this is properly reflected in its charging specifications.

Examining Tdoc N1-021975, it should be noted that, from SA5’s perspective, there is no requirement to store SDP data on the CSCFs/MGCF:

· for offline charging, once the SIP final response message, replying to a SIP Invite, has been processed, the CSCF/MGCF will immediately send all charging related information to the CCF, which is where the CDRs are generated;

· of the three node types discussed in Tdoc N1-021975, online charging applies only to the S-CSCF.  It is assumed that here the same logic as described above for offline charging is employed, however, since the ISC interface is used for online charging the detailed operation is not seen as being for SA5 to specify.

SA5 is also aware of the potentially large SDP bodies and will further analyse the possibility of only recording SDP data items that are relevant from charging point of view.

Regarding a possible joint meeting, SA5 don’t currently see open issues whose resolution would constitute a strict need to arrange such a meeting at this point. However, SA5 would be happy to receive information about the outstanding issues identified by CN1. Based on the identified problems, SA5 may reconsider the need for arranging a joint meeting.
