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Introduction:

S2 is working on the IMS commonality between the IMS systems used by 3GPP, 3GPP2 and WLAN. 

The outcome of this work could be:

· Maximise easy adoption (Plug & Play) of the IMS network to different IP Connectivity Networks. 

· Allow the changes and developments inside IMS and outside IMS network to be independent therefore achieve minimum or free of the impact between each other.

· To ensure that users of the different IMS systems can inter-operate.

· To improve the commonality between the IMS systems used by 3GPP, 3GPP2 and that needed for W-LAN.

We are trying to understand Rel5 IMS Security mechanisms (built on AKA) to see whether they are sufficient for IMS running over any access network, or some enhancement to the current standardized security solutions are needed. 

In R5, the confidentiality of the SIP signalling messages between UE and P-CSCF is not provided on SIP layer given the fact that the confidentiality is provided on link layer between UE and RNC.

Questions:

Where should the confidentiality be provided for SIP signalling messages between UE and P-CSCF when IMS is used on other access network? Should it be provided between UE and an entity in the access network or between UE and P-CSCF?

If confidentiality is to be provided in SIP layer for R6, what are the issues on backwards compatibility between R5 and R6 IMS.

If confidentiality is to be provided by an access network, can we assume the confidentiality service provided by the access network satisfies the IMS security requirements for confidentiality?
