In addition, and as discussed during the teleconference, the current hybrid solution really has two forms of UESBI, namely that sent directly from UE to RAN (often called hooks) and that sent from CN to RAN (as a result of IMEISV being sent from UE to MSC/SGSN). During the phone conference, the use of the terms UESBI-Uu and UESBI-Iu attracted support.
