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1. Introduction
TS 23.234 includes the definition of AAA procedures including the definition of the Diameter Abort Session Request for triggering immediate service termination. The current specification of RADIUS/Diameter interworing is based around the conventional client/server approach, e.g., typified by the NASREQ application. 
RADIUS extensions have been defined the use of unsolicited messages using dynamic authorization extensions [1]. The support of unsolicited messages using the dynamic authorization extensions enables enhanced interworking with Diameter. In particular, interworking with the Diameter Abort-Session-Request can be supported [2]. 

2. AAA Interworking for  Un-Solicited Messages
AAA interworking from Diameter to RADIUS for supporting un-solicited messages makes used on the extensions for dynamic authorization [1]. Interworking between the Diameter Abort Session Request message and the  RADIUS Disconnect Request message and between the RADIUS Disconnect ACK/NAK messages and the Diameter Abort Session Answer is described below:
