Dear RAN 2 

Within SA 2 we are drafting the stage 2 TS for "early UE handling". This should become TS 23.195. I am rapporteur for 23.195.
In order to permit 3GPP to make rapid progress on this stage 2 TS and the subsequent stage 3 work, I believe that it will be useful if RAN 2 can provide some advice on one of the key open issues.
My basic question to RAN 2 is, 
"How important is it for the SRNC to receive the UESBI-Iu before sending the RRC Security Mode Command message to the mobile?"
UESBI-Iu is the UE Specific Behaviour Information sent from the Core Network to the RNC across the Iu interface (eg either the "bitmap of faults" or IMEI-SV -depending upon the future TSG-RAN decision)
An early answer to this question would be beneficial as I believe that it may impact on some of the work needed within CN 4. 
I hope that a Vodafone colleague will raise this question at your next RAN 2 meeting, but, I would welcome comments before then and I would invite all of you to consider this question carefully.
