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Introduction

Lucent has identified a number of non-technical corrections that should be made to 23.234 v1.6.0 and the attached version of the TS is marked up with the necessary changes. We feel that it is important to make these changes in order to give the document a good chance of acceptance by SA Plenary.

They fall into the following broad categories: -

3GPP Drafting rules

1. Change of quotation mark style in the References section

2. Refer to “clause” rather than “subchapter”

3. Use of “NOTE 1”, “NOTE 2” in place of “Note” where providing additional information

Note that there is also inconsistent use of fonts which should also be corrected at some point.

Terminology

4. Change “WLAN Access Network” (and similar terms including “Access Network”) to “WLAN”

5. Change “Radius” to “RADIUS”

6. Change “DIAMETER” to “Diameter”

7. Change “SW” to “software”

8. Change “Nw” (and similar) to “network”

9. Change “GW” to “Gateway”

10. Change “W-LAN” to “WLAN”

11. Change “(U)ICC” to “UICC”

Consistency

12. Addition of “BG” to the Abbreviations section

13. Change “border gateway” to “Border Gateway”

14. Change “Wireless LAN” to “WLAN”

Spelling

15. “Tunneling” to “Tunnelling”

16. “Canceled” to “Cancelled”

Other

Some other minor corrections (addition of missing words, removal of unnecessary words).

We have also raised the priority of the Editorial aspects to “Med” from “Low”.

Proposal

We do of course recognise that these changes are editorial in nature and the technical work of the group must take priority so we propose that if there is a lack of time at this meeting the discussion and acceptance of these changes could occur via email.

We do recommend that before submission to SA Plenary these editorial changes are made.
