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1. Overall Description:

22.233 V6.2.0 introduced new language in section 4 regarding content caches in the PSS architecture.  The specific language states:

Content Cache located at the edge of the Internet close to clients can be used. It can enable transmission optimisation by caching content from content servers.

SA4 wishes to inform SA1 that this language results in an architectural change by introducing Content Caches as 3GPP network elements.

This architectural change may require that PSS become a non-transparent service and it may result in significant new work for SA4 in the Release 6 timeframe to define interfaces and protocols for distributing media between PSS servers and PSS content caches.  It is our concern that if this is a true requirement, not a minor clarification/correction, this may jeopardize PSS for Release 6.
SA4 requests that SA1 provide feedback to SA4 regarding its intentions with regard to this new text.
