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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks the GERAN2 their reply LS on the impact of Early UE handling on GERAN.

SA2 would like to inform GERAN that SA2 have decided that possible problems related to GSM-UMTS handovers are solved by sending the UESBI to Target RNC by CN. In the case UESBI indicates to the Target RNC that handover will fail, the target RNC shall reject the handover attempt by using specific cause value to BSS. Based on cause value BSS shall not attempt further GSM-UMTS handovers and shall perform appropriate actions.

SA2 would also like to inform that SA2 has sent the TS 23.195 to June SA #20 meeting for approval and the TS 23.195 is Rel-5 version of the 3GPP specifications.

SA2 have additionally discussed the need to introduce the Early UE feature to A-interface. Currently the stage-2 TS describe how the UESBI-Iu information could be transferred in the A-interface, but it has been marked as an open item in the TS. Some companies in the SA2 feel that before introducing this new functionality to A-interface, SA2 needs a clear request from GERAN. 

Possible problem with GSM-UMTS mobiles that cannot handle particular UMTS System Information 5 [ter/qua] message contents have been brought to SA2 attention. SA2 asks GERAN to investigate the possible problem related above or other possible problems, which might require introduction of the UESBI-Iu in the A-interface. 

2. Actions:

ACTION To GERAN group.

To study the possible need to introduce the Early UE feature to A-interface and inform the SA2 of the conclusion of the study.
