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1. Opening of the LCS drafting session

The chairman opened the LCS session at 11:10.


2. Approval of the agenda 

The agenda for the LCS session in tdoc S2-032842 was agreed.


3. Call for IPRs

	The attention of the members of this Working Group is drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. 

The members take note that they are hereby invited:

· to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

· to notify the Director-General, or the Chairman of their respective Organizational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.


4. Introduction of participants

5. Allocation of contributions to agenda items 

The allocation of contributions to agenda items was confirmed as shown in S2-032842. The list of tdocs handled in the LCS session 19th August 2003 is in S2-032843.

6. LCS issues That were not discussed in the SA2#34 plenary 

S2-033022 CR of synchronous & asynchronous procedures in GMLC (China Mobile, Huawei)
The CR was further elaborated and the principle usage of the Sync and Async methods was agreed as follows. When the GMLC(s) shall send multiple responses (either about one target UE or several target UE’s location) the procedure shall be ASYNC and when the GMLC shall send a single response the procedure shall be SYNC. However, the receiver of the response (i.e. the LCS client or another GMLC) should be able to receive an ASYNC response even though the request was SYNC. The GMLC can turn a SYNC request into an ASYNC procedure e.g. in an overload situation. There is no interrelationship between the ASYNC reference number and the deferred location request reference number. 

The CR was revised in 2833 and 2838. 2838 is to be presented for approval in SA2.

S2-033023 Introduction of the procedure for Requestor authorization.doc (China Mobile, Huawei)
Withdrawn.

S2-033039 Clearing editorial and other notes (Nokia)

Agreed.

S2-033050 LCS Capabilities and LCS Client Type (Siemens)
Agreed.
S2-033054 Clarification on the privacy check procedure in Rel-6 (NEC)

It was seen that the main procedures in clause 9.1.1, etc., should also describe that H-GMLC shall send two privacy check results to V-GMLC – MSC/SGSN in the call/session related cases.

The CR was revised in 2835, which was further developed off-line in 2839. 2839 is quite comprehensive and handles a complex subject and it also contains one approved CR from the previous S2 meeting. 2839 is therefore proposed to be for e-mail approval. 

S2-033091 Introduction of a new shape: ellipsoid arc with altitude (Alcatel)

The tdoc lists several specification that are affected by the proposed addition of the new shape. The reason is that the shape sometimes needs to be communicated between RNCs/SGSNs. 

The new shape is not intended to be sent to the LCS client; it is only used as first estimate inside the radio access network.

The discussion paper describes the case where the new shape is used to enhance network based assisted GPS, but the new shape could presumably also be sent to the mobile to be used for mobile based assisted GPS.

It was concluded that the proposal actually is a RAN and GERAN issue, which should be discussed and decided in the relevant WGs. The first RAN and GERAN decision is whether the proposed method and new shape should be supported. 3091 was Noted.
S2-033092 New shape definition: ellipsoid arc with altitude and uncertainty attitude (Alcatel)

This proposed CR to 23.032 is pending the decision in RAN/GERAN regarding the proposal in 3091 and 3092 was therefore Noted.
S2-033093 Draft LS on the new shape definition“ ellipsoid arc with altitude and uncertainty attitude 
                  (Alcatel)
This proposed LS was not applicable and therefore not  endorsed. Alcatel could contribute the proposal in 3091 to raise the discussion in the relevant RAN and GERAN WGs about this method to improve the assisted GPS positioning methods. 3093 was Noted.
7. Tdocs that were handled in S2 plenary to be concluded in the LCS session

S2-033126 Addition of Missing Indicator of Privacy Action as a Result of a Privacy Check 
                  (Vodafone UK)

S2 started the handling of this CR in S2-032976, which was revised to S2-033126. 3126 was Agreed in the LCS session.

S2-033123 An additional parameter to limit the LCS Client (Huawei)

S2 plenary revised 3119 into 3123. The LCS session revised this into 2836, which was Agreed.
S2-033120 H-GMLC additional handling in the change of area event LDR procedure (Huawei)

S2 plenary initiated the handling of the discussion document in 3120. The conclusion in the LCS session was that 3120 was Noted.

S2-033121 CR of H-GMLC additional handling in the change of area event LDR procedure (Huawei)
The CR describes the case when the MSC/SGSN of the target area does not support the area event. In that case it is rather useless to download the area definition (cell list) to the mobile elsewhere in the network. 

The CR, however, does not describe the case when the mobile is roaming and uses different PLMNs in the target area. Even though the UE gets the target area cell list of operator A, it might be using the network of operator B when entering the target area. In this case the mobile will not realise that it has entered the target area. Perhaps the UE should cancel the area event if it leaves the network of operator A or perhaps the UE should still keep the list for a certain time. It was seen that further investigation is needed and preferably a solution should be elaborated to handle the case when multiple PLMNs cover the target area. If an area request is sent to a PLMN, which does not support area event, it will be rejected right away. The meeting recognised the problem described in 3120 and 3121 and the CR was seen as a first step, but a more complete solution is invited. 3121 was therefore Noted.

S2-033124 Introduction of location estimate in the change of area event LDR procedure (Huawei)
This tdoc was handled in S2 plenary as 3119 and was revised to 3122 and 3124. The LCS session revised it further to 2837, which was agreed.

8. Outgoing LS on LCS issues

S2-033110 LS to S1, T1P1 about routing based on interim position (Nortel)
3110 was not handled in the LCS session and will be presented for approval in S2 Plenary on Friday.

S2-033125 LS to OMA on GIS interface (Siemens, China Mobile)
New versions were elaborated offline in 2840 and 2841. The CR makes reference to the CR in S2-033021, which was Noted in S2. 2841 is to be presented for approval in SA2.  

S2-032834 LS to OMA on SYNC and ASYNC mode China Mobile
2834 was Withdrawn.


9. Any other LCS issues

The LCS session kindly requests half a day SA2 planary discussions on LCS and an additional 1 day separate LCS session, if needed.
