1. Opening of the LCS drafting session

The chairman opened the LCS session.

7. Incoming LS on LCS issues

S2-033919 (S1-031326) LS on developing interworking with GIS (reply to S2-033226)
SA2 has not yet agreed any solution to provide the LCS client with advanced geographical information and the question was raised whether this issue is within the scope of 3GPP. 
3919 was noted.

S2-033933 (OMA Location WG) Response on interworking with GIS

OMA responds that work already started on defining use cases and high-level requirements in the context of its Location Architecture Overview Work Item. In there, advanced geographical services are being addressed as a necessary extension of today’s plain x/y delivery. 3933 was noted. 

S2-033930 (OCG EMTEL) Liaison Statement reply to 3GPP SA2 on Comments on ETSI SR 002 180

SA2 reviewed the initial LS from EMTEL in the previous meeting and sent the response LS in 3800. 3930 is the reponse LS from EMTEL. Lucent stated that there is a need to clarify some of EMTEL’s technical requirements. TISPAN has a services group that is looking at the EMTEL issues. There was some concern whether new mechanisms need to be developed, even though the current solutions in 23.271 could be satisfactory. OCG is a Organisation Coordination Group that looks across the whole area. A response LS to EMTEL is in 4058 and to TISPAN in 4059.

S2-033932 (R2-032658) Reply LS on Location Reporting in case of accuracy
RAN2 and RAN3 did not finalize the discussion how to handle the class indication, but according to the LS UTRAN will always send the best effort result to the core network from Rel-99 onwards. The Le interface and possibly the Lr interface should support the class indication. 3932 was noted.

8. Change requests to 23.271

S2-034134 Correction of previous approved CR, 23.271, 213r2, F, 6.5.0, Huawei
The CR was revised to show revisions against version 6.5.0 of 23.271. The original title of the CR should be used. The new version in 4055 was Agreed. 
It is noted that 4055 is a correction of S2-033468 that was approved in SA2#35 in Bangkok.
S2-034154 Clarification of the format of V-GMLC address, 23.271, 232, F, 6.5.0, Ericsson

Clauses 6.3.5 and 6.3.7 of 23.271 are modified in order to indicate that the IP address of V-GMLC is transferred towards HLR/HSS. Clause 7.3 should also be checked to see if some further changes are needed. 4154 was Agreed.

S2-034155 Correction to the way that PPR handles the pseudo external Ids, during the LCS authorization process, when the visited MSC/SGSN is pre Rel-6, 23.271, 233, F, 6.5.0, Ericsson

In the last paragraph of clause 9.1.1, it should be stated that PPR shall “select” a pseudo external ID, instead of “convert” the LCS client ID into a pseudo external ID. 4155 was Agreed.

S2-034157 Introduction of LCS QoS Class, 23.271, 186r4, B, 6.5.0, Vodafone

Withdrawn.

S2-034169 Cell ID and SAI, 226r3, B, Nokia, Nortel Networks, Siemens

The CR adds the option for emergency calls to allow MSC, SGSN and GMLC to forward the serving cell id or SAI with the location information. 4169 was Agreed.
It is noted that 4169 is a revision of S2-033801, which was approved in SA2#35.
S2-034170 Charging and billing alignment for LCS, 234, F, Nokia

Text is added that that R-GMLC, H-GMLC and V-GMLC and SGSN/MSC may record charging information when location information has been delivered. Charging information may also be recorded for an accepted deferred location request. The term ‘charging’ should be used instead of ‘billing’. The new version in 4056 was Agreed.

S2-034200 A new interface between GMLC and GIS, 23.271, 222 rev1, B, 6.5.0, Siemens

Siemens said the actual Advanced Geographical Information (AGI) content is out of scope of 3GPP. Lucent and Telecommunication Systems raised the question about which GMLC would have AGI available. The Visited GMLC probably has the best AGI, but also other GMLCs could have connections to GIS. The 3GPP network could as an alternative provide the LCS server only with the address of some appropriate GIS server.

Vodafone raised the question how the charging of AGI would be handled, e.g. in the home network. Nokia commented that this would be big addition for Rel-6 and it also more like an application issue that is relevant also for other than mobile networks. Orange commented that perhaps you could start with the non-roaming case.

Huawei believe that it could be a benefit to provide the LCS client with the address of GIS.

4200 was not supported and therefore not agreed.

S2-034231 Emergency PDP Attach to trigger PS NI location, 235, F, Lucent

This proposed CR is related also to tdoc 4189. You would specify an emergency attach but possibly not an emergency APN. Further discussions are needed and 4231 was Noted. 

E112 handling in 23.271

S2-034232 Impact of E112 Requirements on TS23.271, Lucent

Lucent presented some issues that are relevant for handling the E112. There may be some conflict between privacy and emergency regulations in case location information should be stored after the emergency call has ended. The requirement to use “best effort” location information may cause extra delay if it really means that the operator should investigate whether the mobile supports e.g. A-GPS. 

What is the requirements 3GPP should look at, is it EMTEL’s or TISPAN’s? A possible joint meeting with TISPAN could be in April. EMTEL is not meeting before February. 4232 was Noted. There are related LS to EMTEL in 4058 and to TISPAN in 4059.

Conclusion of tdocs that were handled in plenary
S2-034276 Enhanced LDR reference number in R5, 228r1, F, Huawei, China Mobile
A definition of LDR reference number is added, and LDR reference number is also added as an optional parameter in the LCS Service Response message sent from LCS Server to LCS Client. 
4276 was Agreed.

S2-034277 Enhanced LDR reference number in R6, 229r1, F, Huawei, China Mobile
This Rel-6 CR is similar to 4276, but not a mirror CR because the area event exists only in Rel-6. 4277 was Agreed.

S2-034278 Correction of UE available event cancellation procedure, 230r1, F, Huawei, China Mobile, Nokia
H-GMLC’s address is sent to MSC/SGSN in the Cancellation of the UE available event. The new version in 4057 was Agreed.

9. Outgoing LS on LCS issues

S2-034053 Draft Reply to OCG EMTEL EM05td018r1, Lucent 

SA2 inform EMTEL and TISPAN that SA2 will work together with TISPAN on emergency services. The new version in 4058 should be presented for approval in plenary.

S2-034054 Draft LS to ETSI TISPAN on E112 Requirements, Lucent

SA2 inform TISPAN about existing 3GPP and OMA LCS specifications and lists several issues to be clarified. The new version in 4059 should be presented for approval in plenary.

S2-034060 Draft LS to report the status of location services standardisation in 3GPP SA2, Nokia

4060 should be presented for approval in plenary

10. Any other LCS issues 

No other LCS issues were raised.


11. Next meeting 

The LCS session kindly requests some SA2 planary discussions on LCS and an additional 1-day LCS drafting session also in the next SA2 meeting, if needed.
