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1. Overall Description:

The TS 23.234 has been developed within SA WG2, detailing the architectural aspects of 3GPP system to Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) interworking. TS 23.234 has been approved by SA #23. 

The prime purpose of scenario-3 level WLAN interworking, is the capability to allow the WLAN UE to access 3G PS services. The architecture and procedures described in TS 23.234 for scenario-3 enable the WLAN UE to establish IP connectivity with the 3GPP network. Hence, the WLAN UE can connect to the 3GPP network services that only require IP connectivity. SA WG2 considers MMS as such a service, thus being inherently supported by the scenario-3 interworking architecture specified in TS 23.234.

2. Actions:

SA WG2 requests T WG2 to review the TS 23.234, and to comment

1. Whether T WG2 considers the architecture and procedures described in TS 23.234 for scenario-3 complete to enable a WLAN UE to send and receive MMS while connected to a PLMN (Home or Visited) via an I-WLAN supporting scenario 3.

2. Whether T WG2 foresees any work needed on specifications under the control of T WG2 (or other groups) in order to enable a WLAN UE to send and receive MMS while connected to a PLMN (Home or Visited) via an I-WLAN supporting scenario 3.
3. Whether T WG2 foresees any impact on the existing functionalities (e.g. for charging, security and addressing) available to an operator when an MMS is sent or received while connected to the GPRS network, in case the user is connected via I-WLAN.
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
