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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CN1 thanks T2 group for their liaison statement and has the following answer to the question:

T3 question:

T2 kindly asks CN1 and SA2 group to inform T2 if an address resolution mechanism and an IMS authentication mechanism which fulfil the above requirements exist for SIP addresses. In case they do exist, please point T2 to the appropriate specification(s).

CN1s answer:

CN1 is not aware of any mechanism that resolves a SIP URI to a MSISDN or IP address of the recipient user’s MMS Relay/Server. The mechanisms used in IMS for SIP address resolving (i.e. DNS and Cx interface procedures) return the addresses of SIP Proxies / CSCF’s, which can only be reached by SIP signalling. 

CN1 wants to express their concerns about using SIP URIs in non-SIP protocols. Furthermore, as the usage of a SIP URI for addressing a MM seems to have architectural impacts, SA2 decisions on this subject are required.
