Ericsson points out the indication of higher accuracy methods would have impacts on A/Gb, Iu and CN interfaces and worry that it is too late for the R6 timeframe.

Siemens added that text to step 6 & 7 seems to be contradictory. Lucent says SA1 interprets EMTEL requirement as A-GPS if available, but the mechanism proposed here is easier to implement and goes against the interpretation of EMTEL. 

Huawei questions text from other steps and the requirement for the MSC to always send the MAP Subscriber Location Report. No changes were deemed necessary

Nokia – 9.1.5.3 step 12 believe there is a misinterpretation of the existing text on what the GMLC does with the location information after call release. Revision to be based on comments.

There was also a question on the use of correlation information as there are some other mechanisms that are used in some European countries. 

Following discussion on S2-041867, there is a need to clearly state somewhere (either in TS 23.271 or in an LS towards TISPAN) that the location estimate resulting from an NI-LR may not be available when the PSAP queries the GMLC for location.
