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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thank CN1 for their Liason Statement regarding IP-CAN transport for additional IMS capabilities. 

SA2 have discussed the means for transporting non-SIP IMS protocol traffic (e.g. XCAP, BFCP, MSRP, etc…), and have come to the conclusion that a general purpose non-realtime PDP Context is best suited to carry such traffic. 

SA2 would also like to note that it has approved the attached CR to TS 23.207 that mandates the GGSN to allow the activation/modification of at least one non-realtime PDP context per UE IP address and per APN (PDP Context with UMTS Traffic class “background” or “interactive”) without a Media Authorization Token, even if SBLP is enabled on this APN. Hence, the UE will be able to activate/modify at least one non-realtime PDP Context on each APN without including the Media Authorization Token to the activation/modification message.

SA2 kindly ask CN1 and CN3 to take note of the above, and make changes/amendments to their specifications as deemed necessary.
