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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank ETSI TISPAN for their Liaison Statements on Cooperation on TISPAN NGN supplementary services. 

SA2 confirms to ETSI TISPAN that the 3GPP IMS architecture and service development environment is adequate to support fixed line Supplementary Services. SA2 would like to note that the current IMS stage 2 specifications addresses most of the functionality of the identified supplementary services and do not foresee that the IMS stage 2 specifications will need major additions due to this work. Additions may be e.g. necessary due to service interaction aspects. 
Regarding the Supplementary Services work, SA2 assumes that the issues on service definitions, where necessary, are to be addressed by 3GPP SA1 and the SIP protocol impacts are to be addressed by 3GPP CN1.  CN3 is responsible for the interworking with the PSTN or CS domain. It is expected that the work in CN1 is more substantial then the work in SA1 and SA2. Hence, SA2 would like to kindly encourage CN1, in conjunction with IETF and TISPAN, to take the lead on the standardization activities for IMS related fixed line Supplementary Services. 

SA2 would like to note that, as has been the general practice with IMS, service definitions are only considered where it is expected that additional service capabilities (enablers) are required within the IMS. It would generally be expected that most of the services listed by ETSI TISPAN could be developed and deployed without the need for additional enablers and hence without the need for additional specification. For example, the service capabilities required to implement services such as CLIP/CLIR, COLP/COLR, Call waiting, Call hold etc. are already be specified.

SA2 would appreciate to be kept updated on the progress of this work and would be happy to address possible stage 2 contributions to support additional enablers for any unaddressed fixed line Supplementary Services in IMS specifications, where required.
