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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#26 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· Content of Release 6: It was agreed that the feature listed in SP-040927 up to slide 63 are intended to be a part of R6. The agreed content of Release 6 includes some not yet completed features (approximately 11), on which work will continue until March 2005. The postponed Features will be re-assessed in March 2005 for whether or not they will remain in Rel 6.

· 3GPP System Architecture Evolution WID: Based the company contributions to SA plenary it was agreed to create a new SA2 feasibility study that consider the overall 3GPP system architecture evolution in light of the All-IP feasibility study, RAN evolution and mobility between heterogeneous access networks. The study is expected to be complete in June 2006 but initial/partial conclusions may be required already in June. It is also expected that partial conclusions made during the study can trigger new WIDs for specification of mature “building blocks”. The WID was approved in SP-040928.

· RAN Evolution: TSG RAN have agreed a study item for the long term evolution of RAN. The main overlap between the 3GPP System Architecture Evolution study in SA2 and the TSG RAN RAN Evolution study is the functional division between RAN and CN. Initially TSG RAN will schedule the RAN evolution discussions conjunction with the TSG RAN meetings. SA2 experts will be invited and there will be possibilities to attend via phone conference. No joint meetings are with SA2 are, however, planned before the June Plenaries.    
· I-WLAN Scenario 3 enhancements for R7: A multi company contribution (SP-040923) to SA proposed a WID on Enhancements to support 3GPP PS Services over 3GPP/WLAN Interworking. It was not felt clear enough what the actual enhancements would be and hence it was agreed that companies promoting the WID could bring contributions to SA2 to clarify the specific areas that needs to be addressed. When the work that needs to be done is clarified, SA WG2 can provide an updated WID for approval to the next TSG SA meeting. 

· ATIS LS on high-level architecture and definition for Next Generation Network (NGN): SA asked SA2 to review the “ATIS Next Generation Network (NGN) Framework, Part I: NGN Definitions, Requirement and Architecture, Issue 1.0, November 2004” and Provide comments if necessary.  

· WS on IMS over Fixed Access: TSG SA endorsed the ETSI TISPAN proposal to arrange a second WS on IMS over fixed access. TSG SA also agreed with ETSI TISPAN that the preferred date is March 30-31, 2005. In addition the Workshop should be open to all SDOs. 

· Completion of ACBOP work: A company contribution at TSG SA asked for the implementation of the DSAC solution by the March plenaries. TSG SA asked SA2 to come to a resolution on this and to update the TR and provide the TR and information on the status of the work to the impacted RAN, CN and GERAN WGs who were encouraged to review this at their meetings. The following agreement was noted by TSG SA:

· TSG SA encourage SA WG2 to conclude the FS, by assessing the need for other solutions, by their next meeting, even if voting is necessary to achieve this.

· TSG SA encourage RAN WG2, CN WG1, and TSG GERAN to review the TR and implement the DSAC related CRs in time for March 2005, if they see no objection.

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TR 23.903v2.0.0 (Redial Solution for Voice-Video Switching): This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6). It was noted that there may be a need for CRs at the next meeting to complete and clarify some sections of the TR and contribution on this by concerned Members in SA WG2 was requested in order to allow finalisation of the TR and closing of the WI. 


· TR 23.979v2.0.0 (3GPP Enablers for OMA PoC Services): This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6).


· TR 23.899v1.0.0 (Report on alternative architectures for combining CS Bearers with IMS): This TR was provided for information and was noted 

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):

· CRs on 23.107: There was an objection the CR 152 and 153 as they proposed to add normative statements in a note. The CRs where revised in SP-040912 and approved 

· CRs on 23.125: An overlap was identified between CRs 076r1, 082r1 and 102r2. These CRs was rejected and a combined CR in SP-040882 was approved instead. 
· Work Item Descriptions:
· Updated WID on PS domain and IM CN subsystem support for IMS Emergency sessions: The updated WID was approved.
· New WID on Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection mechanism: There was a proposal to combine the SA2 WID (SP-040747) with the SA1 WID (SP-040742) in SP-040881. After a couple of revisions the combined WID was approved in SP-040926. Note that SA plenary changed the SA2 deliverable to a TS instead of a TR. If SA2 still prefers a TR we need to motivate this at the next SA plenary.

· New WID on Feasibility Study on 3GPP System Architecture Evolution: The WID proposed at SA in SP-040928 was approved.
