Other considerations

Inter-System Handover

- Intersystem handover from DTM or WCDMA to GSM

If, during a simultaneous IMS session and CS call between two end-users, one of the end-users makes an intersystem handover into a plain GSM access, the IMS session media will stall, but the CS call will continue. The MRFP monitoring the IMS session media will detect the media interruption and will report accordingly to AS/MRFC for proper end user billing. The PDP context is suspended.

- Intersystem handover GSM to DTM or WCDMA 

If a terminal needed to perform an IMS capability exchange procedure after CS call answer, but couldn’t due to the simultaneous circuit/packet constraints under a plain GSM access, it should perform an IMS capability exchange procedure when it detects a DTM or WCDMA access as result of an inter-system handover from GSM to a DTM or WCDMA access.
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
