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SUMMARY

The drafting group was chaired by Yun Chao Hu (Ericsson) and has been held on Friday, 28th of January from 14:00 till 17:00 and on Monday, 31st of January from 16:00 till 19:30. The drafting group was attended by 24 participants (See Annex A). The drafting group reviewed 1 LS and 21 input contributions. 

The main results from the meeting are:

· The simultaneous use of FBC and SBLP for a single AF session is neither explicitly supported nor explicitly prohibited for Release 6. This is a rare use case and expects that the Release 7 work may consider this topic as part of the WI PCC
· The TS TS 23.246 assumes that FBC can be used for MBMS charging such that the BM-SC acts as an AF towards the CRF. However TS 23.125 has not been developed to support MBMS Bearer Contexts and/or relation to a particular subscriber cf. e.g. the Gx interface. This has been clarified within the TS 23.125. However, it has been added that FBC may be used for collecting statistics by using pre-defined charging rules that are specifically related to MBMS bearer contexts
· Clarification to the AF description added due to un-clarity of the CRF may need to validate if the AF is authorized to send information to the CRF and the current text gives the impression that the AF must always know the IP address of the UE.
· It has been clarified that the FBC functionality is enabled based on configuration data (e.g. APN)

· For the Charging rules the following has been clarified:

· If the AF has provided the application function record information and the rule filters are based on this provided information then this information shall be included into the used charging rule.

· The usage of the "Indication of charging unit" has been clarified for offline and online charging

· The reporting of the charging information when the charging key does not identify uniquely a service

· The Ry interface has been removed since the OCS acts as an AF and the interface shall behave similar as the Rx interface.

· Flow based charging supports the feature of notification to the AF of bearer events for the case where the service flow applies to a particular bearer and for the case where all bearers for a UE have been removed. There is currently no flow in the document that supports such notification.
· Three output LS has been generated by the drafting session:

· Reply LS to CN3 on the simultaneous use case of FBC and SBLP

· LS to CN3, SA3 to highlight that the protection mechanisms on the Rx and Gx interface needs to be addressed directly between the two groups, i.e. CN3 and SA3 directly

· LS to CN3 and SA to highlight the conditional approval of the attached CR that CN3 has addressed this Ry interface behaves similar as the Rx interface.
