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1. Introduction

ACBOP study has been ongoing with study in RAN2 and some contributions in this SA2. 
To try to get some stage 3 changes within release 6 we should make an interim conclusion of TR, send it for approval to SA, and also send it to stage 3 WGs in order to progress their work.
Whether or not these stage 3 changes will solve the problems that led to the original SA 1 documents is unclear. Updates to 22.011 by SA 1 as well as 24.008 and possibly 23.122 and 24.007 in CN 1 may be needed.

Conclusion

This technical report has analysed a variety of potential solutions on how to cope with different network overload and failure situations. Based on the available information at this stage, a subset of the functionality can be concluded while other complementary functionality needs further study.

The recommended enhancements to the current specifications are to adopt: 

· Domain Specific Access Class Barring (DSAC).

· Correction of the load re-distribution capability of RAN nodes and the handling of CN node failure in the Iu-Flex configuration.

At this stage it has not been possible to reach a conclusion on the following subset of the functionality:

· Permission of SMS while Access Class Barring prohibits any other traffic.

· Permitting the mobile to respond to paging while Access Class Barring prohibits mobile originating traffic.

· Prevent/delay automatic re-establishment attempts for PS session and SMS.
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
