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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS reply (N1-050384) on protocol aspects for CSI, which was very useful to progress the architectural requirements for CSI in TS 23.279. 

SA2 would like to inform CT1 that the current CSI architecture can be found in the attached TS 23.279 which has already been presented to SA for information.  

SA2 have determined that in order to satisfy the CSI requirements certain UE capability information needs to be exchanged between CSI end points. Details of the precise UE capability information to be exchanged can be found in TS 23.279.
Note: The need to exchange additional information may be found during the development of CSI, in stage 2 or 3.
SA2 consider that UE capability information of a static or at least less dynamic nature could be cached in the UE. In this case the UE capability detection and exchange mechanism would not need to be linked to the initiation of a session/call that leads to a combined session.

To cover the case when information has not been cached (e.g. party B not in phonebook) or is of a dynamic (per call) nature, UE capability detection and exchange is needed before the session/call is initiated that leads to a combined session.

The UE capability and exchange mechanism needs to consider the issues of forking to cover the case when a user has multiple devices of which one or more may be CSI capable.
The exchange of UE capability information, of a dynamic (per call) nature, as part of CS call setup is also being studied.
2. Actions

SA2 requests CT1 to develop stage 3 specifications to meet the architectural requirements of CSI as specified in 23.279. 

SA2 requests CT1 to provide SA2 with feedback on the attached TS 23.279 and in particular the Editor’s note related to forking that can be found in section 8.2
SA2 requests CT1 to keep SA2 informed about the progress of the stage 3 development and any related architectural issues
