1. Introduction

SA4 would like to thank GERAN2 and RAN2 for their LSs on MBMS Session Repetition (G2-050098, R2-051099) and to inform the above listed WGs about the decisions made during SA4#35 on MBMS Session Identity, Session Identity Expiration time and Session Identity  Repetition number. 

SA4 has included the MBMS Session Identity, Session Identity Expiration time and Session Identity Repetition number in the current version of TS 26.346.

2. MBMS Session Identity

The MBMS Session Identity (size 1 octet) is optional to use and when included by the BM-SC is delivered in the MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message to the RNCs/BSCs.  

3. MBMS Session Identity Expiration time

The MBMS Session Identity Expiration time is defined and handled at the application layer and not at radio level. This field is completely transparent to RAN/GERAN and it is sent in-band as described in the following.

To increase flexibility in p-t-p/p-t-m repair mechanisms, the association of MBMS Session Identity to files is determined by the BM-SC and communicated within the File Delivery Table (FDT) of FLUTE protocol. This association of a MBMS Session Identity to files is valid until a particular expiration time, also signalled within FDT.

It is not needed to deliver any expiration (validity) time to the UE/MS neither during the MBMS Multicast Service activation procedure nor during the service announcement for Broadcast Services.

4. MBMS Session Identity Repetition number

If the MBMS Session Identity is used by the BM-SC, the BM-SC shall also provide the Session Identity Repetition number of that MBMS transmission session on the Gmb interface.
