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1 Introduction and Considerations 

In general, Release-7 is thought to deliver all the necessary features in order to support full commercial IMS, including regulatory features. 

Regulatory features are already being partly addressed; Support for Emergency calls  in IMS is being developped. However there is no standard support developped yet for providing Number Portability for IMS users. This feature is especially relevant considering that operators are likely to allocate a single MSISDN number for a user for both CS voice and IMS services. As portability of these numbers is a requirement from a CS voice perspective, it seems evident to think that these numbers would also need to be made portable from IMS perspective.

Discussions around this have taken plave in GSMA, but it would be usefull to address this issue also in 3GPP to aanalyze if there is any 3GPP standard support needed for this feature.

2 Summary

However there is no outright regulatory requirement formulated for Number Portability in IMS, the practical arrangements of MSISDN number allocation along with 3GPP features that tie IMS and CS together (e.g. CSI, VCC, etc…) makes it necessary to address this issue in 3GPP.

This papers aims at soliciting feedback from the member companies with regard to the need of tackling this issue in 3GPP. More specifically, opinions are sought whether specification work is seen needed for Number Portability in IMS. 
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
