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The agreed version of CR clarifying the use of DNS for W-APN resolution.
1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 would like to thank the GSMA for the LS on "Use of “pub.3gppnetwork.org" domain". 
The understanding of SA2 is that the propagation of DNS information on W-APNs in the Internet for I-WLAN does not violate the existing WLAN stage 2, 3GPP TS 23.234. The purpose of the cited sentence in 3GPP TS 23.234 (“It shall be possible to restrict the propagation of DNS information used for the above mechanism to DNS servers controlled by the PLMNs and to DNS servers available only to authorised 3GPP WLAN UEs”) is to allow operators the option of whether or not to advertise the domain names of W-APNs in public networks. In order to make this view clear, the attached CR was agreed at the recent SA2 #48.

SA2 does not see any technical problem if operators in GSMA decide to populate the Internet's DNS servers with information about W-APNs. Therefore SA2 is of the opinion that GSMA can specify a solution where the FQDNs of W-APNs are publicly resolvable (solution 1 in the LS from GSMA IREG).
2. Actions:

SA2 kindly asks GSMA IREG, GERAN, and CT4 to take into consideration SA2’s opinion that it is allowed to propagate the DNS information on W-APNs in public networks.
