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1 Introduction

This contribution is in response to questions raised during the meeting: SA WG 2, #48.
It was asserted that the ODC model “could not do handovers to 3G”, which is not true.  The technical need behind this assertion is the need for RNC-ID in handovers to 3G MSC.

2 Discussion

In UMTS handovers, the Serving MSC must send the target MSC the RNC-ID of the RNC the handset wishes to connect to .  As a result, for IMS-to-UMTS handovers, the CCCF must know (or discover) this RNC-ID value; and do so based on the UMTS Location Area Identification (LAI) detected by the handset.

In the worst case, this discovery takes the form of a table lookup in the CCCF, but dynamic approaches may be available as well.
3 Conclusion

The ODC approach to VCC supports handovers to 3G RAN.
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
