It can be divided into two situation,” 1)The S-CSCF that was previously assigned is unavailable during registration.2)In the initial registration, when the S-CSCF has been allocated for the unregistered user”. From user view, it maybe not enough.

User may have subscribed the unregistered service. One time all IMPU in the same IMS subscription are not registered. When the user received a terminated call  the IMS network will assign a S-CSCF to process the unregister service. Unfortunately that S-CSCF has some error and not return any positive response later. And no any other IMPU related to the same IMS subscripiton register to IMS network , the IMS network will not do reassignment for user. Then all following terminated call  can only be routed to that speical S-CSCF and  user will not get any service until that S-CSCF recover. That was not user would like. 
So we propose add one situation to S-CSCF reassingment. 
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	Add one situation as belows,
“The S-CSCF that was previously assigned is unavailable during terminated call process and there no IMPU related to the same IMS subscription is in the registered state”
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not approved:
