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Abstract of the contribution:

Introduction

During the TISPAN WG2 session on “IMS emergency sessions” at TISPAN 8bis meeting in Sophia Antipolis 24-28 Oct 2005, the contents TS 23.167 v.0.1.1 was discussed, as TISPAN wishes to reuse this TS also for the TISPAN NGN.

Discussion

During the discussions in TISPAN WG2, it was observed that in clause 6.2.2 it is stated that

Based on operator policy the E-CSCF may respond to the emergency session request from the UE with indication to establish the session in the CS Domain.

In case the emergency session was established over the Fixed broadband access, the availability of a CS-domain for the UE to place the emergency call over, is not evident. In fact we believe that the most common case would be that no access to the CS-domain is available in case of a fixed broadband access.

Therefore, it would be very likely that no emergency communication can be established if the E-CSCF based on policy rejects the IMS emergency session and requests the UE to establish the session in a CS domain which may not be accessible.

We believe it is unacceptable to reject emergency sessions placed over a fixed broadband access with the reason that the emergency session shall be placed over the CS domain instead.

This contribution proposes that this functionality does not apply for a FBI access.

Proposal

This contribution suggests the following change to TS 23.167.

6.2.2 Emergency-CSCF

Emergency Registration procedures:

· In the roaming case, upon receiving a registration request with an emergency indication, forward the request to the user’s home network.

· In the roaming case, upon receiving a response to an emergency registration request, forward the response to the P-CSCF.
Emergency Session establishment procedures:

· Receive an emergency session establishment request from a P-CSCF.

· Route emergency session establishment requests to an appropriate destination (e.g. PSAP/emergency centre or BGCF) based on location information and additionally other information such as type of emergency service in the request.

· If needed, retrieve the UE’s location information as described in Section 7.7 Retrieving Location information for Emergency Session

· Route anonymous session establishment requests when the UE is not registered in the IMS.

· If the emergency request has to be routed to an emergency centre or PSAP in the GSTN (PSTN or CS domain), translate the received SIP-URI or Tel-URI based on location information and additionally other information such as type of emergency service in a number that is routable in the GSTN. Forward the request including this number to a BGCF. This number shall have the same format as used for CS emergency calls.

For a 3GPP access, based on operator policy the E-CSCF may respond to the emergency session request from the UE with indication to establish the session in the CS Domain.
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
