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Abstract of the contribution:

Introduction

During the TISPAN WG2 session on “IMS emergency sessions” at TISPAN 8bis meeting in Sophia Antipolis 24-28 Oct 2005, the contents TS 23.167 v.0.1.1 was discussed, as TISPAN wishes to reuse this TS also for the TISPAN NGN.

Discussion

ETSI TISPAN will refer to TS 23.167 which uses the term IP-CAN.  The term IP-CAN is not defined within TS 23.167 and it would be beneficial to TISPAN if the definition was included.

TISPAN is aware that the term IP-CAN is in TR 21.905 and feel that it would simplify this if this definition was also copied into TS 23.167.

Proposal

In section 3.1 Definitions of TS 23.167 add a copy of the definition of IP-CAN from TR 21 905.

IP-Connectivity Access Network (IP-CAN): The collection of network entities and interfaces that provides the underlying IP transport connectivity between the UE and the IMS entities. An example of an "IP-Connectivity Access Network" is GPRS.
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
