Discussion

The TR 23.867 includes impacts on GPRS procedures i.e. proposed 23.060 additions, but those are not visible in the TR. The attached file includes all GPRS impacts in red underlined text.
The GPRS impacts can be divided into general access network impacts, general GPRS impacts, detailed GPRS procedure impacts when using a UICC and detailed GPRS procedure impacts without a UICC. 

The TS 23.167 already includes some general IP-CAN requirements and some specific GPRS high level requirements as described in the annex below. It is proposed that GPRS high level requirements are only contained within one TS, i.e. 23.167, 23.121 or 23.060. General IP-CAN requirements should be contained within TS 23.167.
For the detailed GPRS procedure impacts, it is proposed to progress a CR to 23.060 for this meeting to not delay the stage 3 progress on the normal procedures (Nokia has provided a CR in S2-05xxxx). However, there are a few additional aspects that should be considered for the normal procedures e.g.:

· The TR only shows an emergency indication for the Attach and Service Request procedures, but due to requirements such as “an already attached UE does not need to detach and make an emergency attach” it would be beneficial to include emergency indication in e.g. RAU procedures (intra and inter)
· For a few procedures e.g. RAU and Serving RNS relocation, there is an editor’s note stating that “It is FFS whether CAMEL procedures are performed if the MS is emergency attached or if the MS has active PDP context(s) for an emergency use”. The CAMEL TDPs seems to be applicable, but most probably there is no real need for any CAMEL functionality in those cases. It is proposed to keep the CAMEL TDPs as is and let operator configuration decide whether the TDPs are invoked, or not. 
· It is unclear on what level Emergency calls will work with pre-REL-7 SGSNs and whether such requirements exist.
· The statement that the security functions are optional is repeated for a number of procedures, even though the function already is optional. Is that needed?
For the detailed GPRS procedure impacts without a UICC there are two alternatives in the TR, i.e. the IMEI and the simulated IMSI. However, there is no analysis in the TR on the benefit of either alternative. It is proposed to perform this analysis taking any SA3 and other WGs responses into account. Then a decision should be made at SA2#50 and necessary changes to the TS 23.060 should be made accordingly.

It is assumed that LCS related impacts are reflected in CRs to 23.271.

Proposal
It is proposed to discuss and make an agreement on the following issues:
· Where should general GPRS impacts due to EMC be described

· Discuss and agree on which additional aspects to include in the 23.060 CR

· We should, at SA2#50, decide which UICC-less alternative to progress

4.3 IP-CAN

The following are the expectations on the IP-CAN for IMS emergency services:

· It shall be possible to access the IP-CAN without sufficient security credentials.

· It shall be possible to reject requests from UE without sufficient security credentials to establish bearer resources

· In the case that the IP-CAN receives a request to establish bearer resources for emergency services, it shall be possible for the IP-CAN to prioritise emergency services traffic.

· In the case that the IP-CAN receives a request to establish bearer resources for emergency services, the IP-CAN shall ensure that the IP flows using the requested resources are only for communication with the network entities involved in the support of the emergency services. 

· The IP-CAN may provide emergency numbers to the UE in order to ensure that local emergency numbers are known to the UE Ref [22.101].

If the IP-CAN is a GPRS network, the requirements on the IP-CAN imply the following:

· It shall be possible to access the PS domain without a UICC

· It shall be possible to reject requests of a UE without a UICC to establish bearer resources

· A globally dedicated emergency APN shall be used to support emergency services.  The globally dedicated APN may be configured in the SGSN and GGSN.  The GGSN may use filter rules applicable to the globally dedicated emergency APN to ensure that only certain IP addresses (e.g. IP addresses of the emergency P-CSCF) can be reached.

· The PS domain may support the download of emergency numbers to the UE via the procedures defined in TS 24.008.
